Advisory Note
Certificate of Professional Competence.
This is an E.U Directive - implemented for PCV drivers from 10th September 2008 in the UK. 
THIS IS A REQUIREMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL DRIVERS ONLY. 
Existing D1 drivers (either full or with restriction ‘101’ or ‘1’ are not required to comply with this directive.

Teachers, youth workers, carers etc are considered ‘professional’ in their own field, who, with the right licence categories, can volunteer to undertake minibus driving as an additional duty - subject to having acquired a Minibus Drivers Certificate similar to the Community Transport Associations MiDAS that KCVYS delivers.

New drivers with initially B/B1 licences, who take the PCV test for a full D1, have the entitlement to drive minibuses up to 16 seaters (+ driver) but this does not make them professional drivers.

This is the current understanding but ‘case law’ may then lead to an ‘order in parliament’ requiring other groups of drivers having to undertake CPC.
